              DHHC has Looped their Reception Area  
 
Induction loop technology delivers sound 
directly to hearing aids that are equipped with 
telecoils.  The induction loops broadcast the 
desired sound as a magnetic signal to the 
room the loop is present in and the telecoil 
serves as the hearing aid’s antennae-picking 
up the magnetic signal.  In result, hearing 
loops turn hearing aids into personal loud 
speakers that pick up signals generated by the 
induction loop.  And since the hearing aid’s 
microphone is turned off, the magnetic signal 
is the only sound being heard (not the 

background noise).  To experience what this sounds like drop by and 
visit with our friendly front desk staff.
