Step one Equip telephones to broadcast to
telecoils. Step two Let another country demonstrate
the success of a national loop initiative. Step three loop
a demonstration community. Step four is to extend the
initiative to a national level, home by home, church by
church, auditorium by auditorium, community by
community. Steps one and two are completed. Step
three is underway with Holland -Zeeland, Michigan,
established as a model community. The initiative has
spread through West Michigan and to Grand

Rapids. Telecoils have been offered in hearing aids for
over 40 years. Step one was completed in 1989. How
long will it take South Texas to join the initiative? Will
we wait until the loop reaches from Michigan or will we
get “looping” and join the North loop halfway. Exciting
things are happening in Corpus Christi, one dispenser
has taken active steps to introduce facility loop
systems. Local installers are available!

Employment Tip of the Month
Job Search Toolkit—Your first impression to an employer
is most important because you will never get a second
chance. The first impression includes email, phone, and
faxes as well as your resume and cover letter. A bizarre
voicemail message or wacky email address could get
your message and resume into the trash mailbox! Here is
a run down on appropriate tools for your job search:
Email Address appropriate for business use, Screen Name
you use for networking should sound professional, Acro-
nyms like TTYL for “talk to you later” should not be used
in business correspondence, Resume and Cover Letter
Paper should be good quality, white or beige only,
Resume Content should be targeted for the position for
which you are applying. You are applying and include
contact information. Appropriate Attire for an interview
should be a conservative business suit, traditional shirt or
blouse and moderate shoes.
